Under-Positioning Happens Quietly 

Executives rarely notice when this process begins. 

They 
lead initiatives, solve problems, and build strong internal credibility. 

Over time, however, their external professional narrative may not evolve at the same 
pace as their responsibilities. 

The market may continue interpreting them based on outdated signals. 

Titles Do Not Always Communicate Scope 

Job titles often fail to capture the true scale of executive leadership. 

Two professionals holding the same title may operate at dramatically different levels of 
influence. One may oversee a single department, while another may guide multi-division 
operations or strategic initiatives. 

Without additional context, external decision makers may underestimate the scope of 
the executive’s role. 

Positioning Ensures Work Is Understood 

Strategic positioning helps translate leadership experience into signals the market 
recognizes. 

Executives who communicate the scale and complexity of their decisions clearly allow 
decision makers to interpret their experience accurately. 

This includes clarifying:

• strategic influence​
• decision authority​
• measurable impact
