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College education:
Is it necessary?

F rom time to time, the Southfield JAY has run articles on

the importance of college entrance and how to secure

financial aid for higher education. However, college is
not for everyone and Southfield Public Schools offers many
opportunities for non-college bound students through the
various vocational programs offered within the school system
or at Southeastern Oakland Vocational Education Center
(SEOVEQ).

How important is a college education? Will it mean steady
employment? Is it worth the time and money?

These are some of-the questions that students usually
consider before making a decision concerning post secondary
education. Obviously, anyone about to graduate from high
school should be concerned about the future.

Although a college education doesn’t automatically mean
success for the graduate, it will provide a better opportunity to
obtain a good job. According to statistics, the demand for
college graduates is three times greater than for non-graduates.

Moreover, higher-educated individuals are less liable to
lose their jobs or be laid off because of declining economic
conditions. This factor provides a sense of security and peace
of mind not enjoyed by many lay workers.

The chances for advancement are substantially increased as

one’s education progresses beyond high school. Receiving a
degree automatically tells an employer that one is committed
to self-improvement, is motivated to succeed and perse-
vering in his actions.

In addition, the college educated are more likely to have a
flexible work schedule or one that provides some opportunity
for adjustment. Employment challenges will be available to
help prevent the type of boredom often associated with factory
or clerical work.

Another important aspect to consider is health and safety.
Those who receive higher education have more opportunity to
select employment offering job safety with minimum physical
risk from work-related accidents. Also, they can avoid ac-
cepting positions requiring physical strength and stamina,
thus possibly adding to their job longevity.

Over the past several weeks many SHS seniors have begun
to receive notices from colleges and universities of admittance,
pending review or rejection. We wish our seniors luck as they
seek places in institutions of higher learning. However, we
restate, a college education is not the route for everyone. And
while it will provide a necessary stepping stone for millions of
young people, it is not an unconditional guarantee of success,
job satisfaction or security.

What it does provide is an opportunity that is as limitless
and challenging as one’s imagination. . B

SPS administration
revises Board policy
on transportation

The administration of the Southfield
Public Schools has refined the Board of
Education's revised transportation
policy that was approved last spring.

The new policy extended the walk _
zones for high school students from one
mile to 12 miles away from their school,
This is the longest distance allowed by
state law.

When Ten Mile Road is fully reopened,
with walks and bike paths finished, bus
transportation for those students within
the walk zone will be terminated.
However, an administrative revision will
grant transportation to students who
would have to walk along main north-
south/east-west roads where no side-
walks or bike paths are present.

Another refinement regards blocks,
regardless of size, that are split by the
walk zone, the boundary line will be
more toward the next intersection

his past summer, the Reagan ad-

ministration and Congress pros-

ecuted five young men for failure
to register for the draft in an effort to
crack down on non-registrants. The
issues of a national draft and the consti-
tutionality of registration are surfacing
with both the Federal government and
those opposed to registration. Both
sides are organizing support for their
arguments.

Enten Eller was the first person to be
convicted this decade of failing to
register for the draft. Eller ‘was given
three years probation, ordered to perform
250 hours of community service and
ordered to register for the draft. Eller got
a light sentence compared to the maxi-
mum punishment, a five-year jail sen-
tence and a $10,000 fine.

At present, the rate of compliance to
draft registration is only 93 percent
compared to a 98 percent compliance
rate during the worst days of the Vietnam
War. According to the Selective Service,
the 98 percent rate is needed to make
registration effective and equitable.
Because of the 93 percent rate, many
ideas have been formed on how to raise
the compliance rate.

On Sept. 9, 1982, President Reagan
signed a bill which probably is con-
sidered the best way to increase the
compliance rate, the Solomon Amend-
ment. The amendment sponsored by the
Republican Jerry Soloman of New York,
states that all students applying for
student aid would have to show proof
that they had registered for the draft.
The main aid programs that are effected
by the new amendment are Pell Grants,.
Supplemental Education Opportunity
Grants, College Work Study; National

ne of Southfield High's graduates,

enator S.1. Hayakawa of California,

a strong supporter of the amend-

ment, said in a Senate debate, “If
students want to further their education
at the expense of their country, they can-
not expect these benefits to be provided
without accepting their fair share of the
responsibilities to that government.”

In another attempt to raise the com-
pliance rate, the Social Security Admini-
stration, at the request of the Selective
Service, has forwarded lists of individuals
turning 18 each year. In turn, the Selec-
tive Service will cross-check its files to
match names and addresses of those
who do not appear on the list of
registrants.

There are different opinions on draft
registration. Congressional candidate
Gerald Rosen feels that there is nothing
wrong with registration, but is not in
favor of the draft at this time since there
is no real need for it. Another Congres-
sional candidate, Sander Levin said, "It
was a big mistake and an over-reaction
by the Carter administration to the situa-
tion in Afghanistan.”

Most anti-draft organizations feel that
the Federal Government cannot even
begin to prosecute the seven percent
that has not registered. The seven
percent equals about 700,000 people,
which is roughly 20 times the capacity of
the federal prison system.

The Southfield High students who
were asked if they were planning to
register for the draft commented, “It is
not worth risking going to jail just for not
filling out a little form.” “I'm in enough
trouble without getting busted for not
registering.” “People are making a big
thing out of just filling out a little
form.” @

Fleetwood Mac’s
‘Mirage’ album
their best ever

f ever a group did things by instinct
land feel, rather than by calculati’on,

then the group is Fleetwood Mac. It
should come as little surprise that this
band has again broken the mold with
MIRAGE, their twelfth album for Warner
Bros. and the fifth to feature the line-up

‘of Lindsey Buckingham, Mick Fleet-

wood, Christine McVie, John McVie and
Stevie Nicks. One thing seems certain:
MIRAGE will quickly silence those who
harbor suspicions that Fleetwood Mac
has lost any of its power as a thoroughly
cohesive, commercially formidable
musical entity.

Comparisons to both RUMOURS,
Fleetwood Mac’s 16-million-selling
blockbuster, and TUSK, the ambitious
double album (itself a quadruple-
platinum seller) that succeeded it, are
inevitable. It might be said that MIRAGE
combines the best of both worlds; it is
every bit as fresh and accessible as
RUMOURS, while its production sound is
as lively and distinctive, and sometimes
as unpredictable, as TUSK'S.

Many of the basic tracks for MIRAGE
were recorded last year in France. After
returning to the U.S. the band con-
tinued the recording process at two Los
Angeles studios, Larrabee Sound and
the Record Plant. Except for one two-
month interval, work on the album con-
tinued straight through to mid-May,
1982.

Those 10 months of hard work on
two continents resulted in 12 songs,
with each of Fleetwood Mac's
three resident composer/vocalists repre-
sented with some of his or her strongest
contributions yet. Christine McVie's four
songs include the first single, “Hold Me™
(co-written by Robbie Patton), as well as
“Love In Store” (written with Jim Recor)
and two ballads, “Only Over You" and
“Wish You Were Here.” Stevie Nicks
songs are “That's Alright,” "Gypsy” and
“Straight Back,” while Lindsey Bucking-
ham contributes five: “Can't Go Back,”
“Eyes Of The World,” and three co-
written by Richard Dashut, “Book of
Love,” “Empire State” and “Oh Diane."
As always, the instrumentation
features Buckingham's guitars and
Christine McVie's keyboards backed by
the rock-solid rhythm section of Fleet-
wood and bassist John McVie. Some
slightly more exotic instruments were
used as well, including vibes and harp,
bo!'h played by Buckingham. Mean-
while, the vocals of Lindsey, Stevie and
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ARTIST will. Remember Murphy's Law. hard taughtJessons. .
