Mantle for Marriage

Step 1

This is not performance—it’s prophetic alignment.

I Anoint My Mouth

Father, I anoint my mouth today. Let my words be
soaked in truth, seasoned with grace, and aligned
with Your will. I cancel every word curse I’ve spoken
over my life, my love, or my future husband. My
mouth is a wellspring of life. I prophesy promise, not
panic. I speak as a wife, not as a worrier.  I will
declare what You say—nothing more, nothing less.
My mouth is anointed for covenant.



I Anoint My Mind

Father, I anoint my mind today. Let every lie be
uprooted and every truth take root.  I cast down
every imagination, fear, or fantasy that exalts itself
against the knowledge of God.  I have the mind of
Christ. I do not think like the world—I think like a
woman of the Word. My thoughts are disciplined,
discerning, and drenched in faith. My mind is
anointed for covenant.



I Anoint My Mantle

Father, I anoint the mantle on my life—the call to
love, lead, and live as a Kingdom woman.  I will not
shrink back. I will not settle. I walk in the weight of
this assignment with boldness, beauty, and
boundaries. Whether married or waiting, I carry
myself as a wife in the spirit. I am appointed for this.
I am aligned for this. I am anointed for this. My
mantle is not a mystery—it’s a ministry. My mantle is
anointed for covenant.



Sealing Declaration

From this day forward, I will not beg for what God
has already promised. I pray like a wife. I war like a
woman who knows who she is. I am not waiting on a
man—I’m walking with God. I am anointed. I am
appointed. I am aligned.
