The Basics: What Crypto Really Is

Crypto vs. Traditional Money

Here's a clean comparison.
Crypto:

e Borderless

e Transparent

e Owned directly

e Faster

o 24[7

e Open to all

e Protected by math
Traditional System:

e Controlled by banks

e Can freeze or block transactions

e Slow during transfers

e Business hours

e Requires permission

e Not transparent
Crypto isn't “better” at everything — but
it solves problems the traditional system
can't.

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Understanding Bitcoin Simply

What Bitcoin Really Is
Bitcoin is digital money that no one
controls and everyone can verify.

It's the first successful form of
decentralized currency — meaning:

e No company owns it

e No government runs it

e No bank issues it

 No single person can shut it down
Bitcoin is powered by a global network of
computers following the same rules, all
agreeing on what's true.

This makes Bitcoin the most secure,
transparent, and independent financial
system ever created.

Bitcoin isn’t fast. It isn’t flashy.
It's foundational.
It's the “digital gold” of the crypto world.



The Origin Story (Short & Simple)

In 2008, during a global financial crisis,
someone using the name Satoshi
Nakamoto published a document called
the Bitcoin Whitepaper.

It introduced a new idea:

“A peer-to-peer electronic cash system.”
In 2009 the first Bitcoin network went
live, and the first block — the Genesis
Block — was created.

No marketing.

No CEO.

No fundraising.

Just open-source code and a vision:
Money controlled by the people, not
institutions.

To this day, no one knows who Satoshi
Is — and that’s part of Bitcoin’s power.



Why Bitcoin Exists

Bitcoin was created to solve three major
problems with traditional money:

Inflation you can’t control
Governments print more money
whenever they want, reducing its long-
term value.

Bitcoin has a fixed supply of 21 million,
ever.

Banks act as gatekeepers
They can freeze accounts, block
transactions, or shut you out.

Bitcoin is permissionless.

Lack of transparency
The global financial system is a black box.
Bitcoin is fully transparent — every
transaction is recorded on the blockchain
for anyone to audit.

Bitcoin gives people financial sovereignty
— control, privacy, and independence.



How Bitcoin Works (Simplified)

Here's Bitcoin in the simplest possible
terms:

1. People send Bitcoin to each other

Wallet » Wallet.

2. Miners confirm transactions

They run Bitcoin software and compete to
solve mathematical puzzles.

3. When a puzzle is solved, a block is
added

This block contains all recent transactions.
4. That block is chained to previous blocks
This creates the blockchain — a
permanent, unchangeable history.

5. Miners are rewarded with Bitcoin

This reward is how new Bitcoin enters
circulation.

This process is called Proof of Work — and
it keeps Bitcoin secure, decentralized, and
trustworthy.



Your First Bitcoin Wallet (Beginner Setup)

There are many Bitcoin wallets, but
here are the beginner-friendly
options:
Mobile Wallets (Simple & Safe):

e Cash App

e Strike

e Coinbase Wallet (Bitcoin mode)

Hardware Wallets (Advanced, Best
Security):

e Ledger
e Trezor

To keep it simple, beginners should
start with:

Cash App or Coinbase Wallet

Later, once you understand crypto,
you can move to a hardware wallet.



Your First Bitcoin Transaction

Here's how your first Bitcoin send/receive
works:
1. Open your wallet app
Find the “Receive” button.
2. Copy your Bitcoin address
It starts with bcl...
3. Share it with someone or send Bitcoin to it
This is like giving someone your Venmo or
Cash App username — but better.
4. To send Bitcoin
Paste their address into your wallet
> Enter the amount
> Confirm
5. Wait a few minutes
Bitcoin takes time, because it prioritizes
security over speed.
This first transaction teaches you:
e How addresses work
e How fees work
e How confirmations work
It removes the mystery.



Why Bitcoin Is Still the Foundation

Even with Solana, Base, Ethereum,
and thousands of tokens:

Bitcoin remains the anchor of the
entire crypto economy.

2.Choose “Create New Wallet”
3.Phantom shows you a 12-word seed phrase
4. Write it down offline — never screenshot it
5.Confirm your phrase
6.Your wallet is ready
Inside Phantom, you'll see:
e Your public address
e Your balance
* Your NFTs (if you have any)
e The “Send” and “Receive” buttons
That'’s all you need to start.




Receiving Your First $SOL

To receive Solana ($SOL):
1.0pen Phantom
2. Tap Receive
3.Choose Solana (SOL)
4. Copy your address (starts
with something like: 53f8...)
5.Send it to someone — or
transfer SOL from an
exchange like Coinbase
When someone sends you SOL,
it usually appears in 1-2
seconds.
Solana is built for speed.



Sending Your First SOL Transaction

Sending SOL teaches you the basic
mechanics of all crypto transactions.
Here's how:

1.0pen Phantom

2. Tap Send

3.Paste the recipient’s wallet address

4. Enter the amount of SOL

5.Tap Next

6.Review the transaction fee (usually

$0.0002)

7.Confirm
Your transaction is usually done
before you even leave the screen.
This moment — your first send —
removes the mystery and builds
confidence.



What You Can Do on Solana

Once you have SOL and Phantom set
up, you can explore:

o NFTs

Mint, buy, sell, and collect without huge
fees.

o DeFi

Swap tokens, earn yield, and use
decentralized apps.

Send money globally in seconds.

o Memecoins

What Base Is (Simple Definition)
Base is a fast, low-cost blockchain
built by Coinbase, powered by
Ethereum.
Think of it as:
e Cheaper than Ethereum
e Faster than Ethereum
e Easier to use
e Fully compatible with Ethereum
apps
e Integrated into Coinbase’s
ecosystem
Base gives beginners the best of both
worlds:
Ethereum'’s security + Coinbase's
simplicity.
This is why Base is becoming the
home for millions of new crypto users.



Why Coinbase Created Base

Coinbase saw the same problems
everyone sees:
e Ethereum fees can get expensive

Base solves all of that.

bring the next billion people into Web3.

Easy to bridge or deposit into
You can move funds to Base directly
through Coinbase.

Base uses OP Stack, the same framework
powering multiple Ethereum Layer 2s.
Works with all Ethereum apps
If a dApp works on Ethereum, it usually
works on Base.
Coinbase support
Beginners get the familiarity and trust of
a major exchange while stepping into real
Web3.



How Base Works (No Jargon)

Base runs on top of Ethereum as
a Layer 2.
Here's the simplest explanation:
1.You use Base for cheap, fast
transactions.
2.Base bundles many
transactions together.
3.1t posts the final summary to
Ethereum for security.

e Ethereum-level security
e Layer 2 speed

Setting Up Your First Base Wallet

If you already have a Coinbase account,
you're halfway there.

You only need one of the following:

(Recommended for beginners)
Download the mobile app or browser
extension.

When you choose “Create New Wallet,”
write down your seed phrase the same
way you did with Solana Phantom.
Option B — Coinbase App (Custodial)
You can also buy Base assets directly on
Coinbase without ever leaving the app.
This is not true Web3, but it's a safe place
to start.

Option C — Wallets like MetaMask or

Rabby
These work too, but Coinbase Wallet is
cleaner for new users.



Getting Assets onto Base

The easiest method:
Use Coinbase
1.0pen Coinbase app
2.Buy ETH
3.Tap “Bridge to Base”

4.Confirm
In 10-20 seconds, your ETH will appear on

Base.
Other methods:
You can bridge from:
e Base Bridge: https://bridge.base.org
e Orbiter Finance
e Jumper Exchange
But Coinbase’s built-in bridge is the most

beginner-friendly.




Sending Your First Base Transaction

Once you have ETH on Base,
you're ready to try your first
transaction.
Here's how:

1.0pen Coinbase Wallet

2. Tap Send

5.Select ETH (Base)

4. Paste the receiver’s address

5.Review gas fees (usually <5

cents)

6.Confirm
Your first Base transaction will
feel fast, clean, and simple —
exactly how Web3 should be.



What You Can Do on Base

Base is growing fast.

Here are the most common things
beginners explore:

o Buy and swap tokens cheaply
via apps like Uniswap or Aerodrome.
o Use Coinbase-integrated apps

like FriendTech, Farcaster, and Base Paint.
o Mint NFTs

with fees much lower than Ethereum
mainnet.

o Join memecoin communities

Base is home to new waves of beginner-
friendly communities.

o Learn DeFi safely

Base's small fees make experimentation
low-risk.

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Why Safety Matters (The Truth)

Crypto gives you financial
freedom, but with that freedom
comes responsibility.

There's no customer support
number.

No “forgot password” button.

No bank to reverse a mistake.
The same tools that give you true
owhnership can hurt you if
misused.

But here’s the good news:

You only need a handful of simple
rules to stay safe.

Follow them, and you'll avoid 99%
of all scams and mistakes.

This chapter gives you those rules.



What Is a Wallet, Really?

A crypto wallet is simply a tool that
stores your private keys and signs
transactions for you.
Your wallet has two parts:
Public Address (Safe to share)
Like your email or username.
People use it to send you crypto.
Private Key / Seed Phrase (NEVER
share)
This is your master password — the
keys to your money.
Anyone who has your seed phrase
has full access to your wallet.
Your wallet does not actually “hold”
your crypto.
Your assets live on the blockchain.
Your wallet is just proof that you're the
owner.




Seed Phrase: Your Most Important Asset

Your seed phrase is a list of 12 or 24
random words.

This phrase controls everything.

If you lose it » you lose the wallet.

If someone steals it » they steal your
crypto.

If you screenshot it » it's exposed to the
internet.
The Golden Rules

o Write it down by hand

o Store it offline (never digital)

o Never share it with anyone

o Never enter it into any website

o Never save it in photos, email, or notes
If an app, person, “support agent,” or
popup ever asks for your seed phrase:

IT IS A SCAM. Every single time.

No legitimate wallet or company will ever
need it.



Hot Wallets vs Cold Wallets

There are two main types of wallets:
Hot Wallets (Online — Easy)

Examples: Phantom, MetaMask, Coinbase
Wallet

e Convenient

e Fast

e Great for daily use

e Perfect for beginners
Downside: connected to the internet » more
exposed.

Cold Wallets (Offline — Very Safe)

Examples: Ledger, Trezor

e Stores your private keys offline

e Best protection against hacks

e Ideal for long-term investments
Downside: more steps, not ideal for day-to-
day use.
The Beginner Setup:
Start with a hot wallet for learning
Move larger long-term funds to a cold wallet
when you're ready



The 5 Rules of Web3 Safety

These 5 rules will protect beginners from
almost every scam in crypto.
Never Share Your Seed Phrase

No website, person, or app will ever need it.
If someone asks » scam.
Double-Check Every Link
Hackers love fake websites with names like:
e phantomm-wallet.com
e coinbase.app (note the accent)
e solana-airdrop.net

Always type links manually or use official
sources.

Approve Carefully
When your wallet asks you to “approve”...
READ what you're approving.

Some approvals allow apps to spend your
tokens.

Only interact with reputable platforms.



The 5 Rules of Web3 Safety

These 5 rules will protect beginners from
almost every scam in crypto.

Keep Your Devices Clean
Viruses or keyloggers can steal
everything.

Use anti-malware and avoid
sketchy downloads.

Move Slowly with New Tokens
or Memecoins
Most scams rely on speed and
hype.

If something feels urgent, it's
probably a trap.
Slow = safe.



Common Crypto Scams
(and How to Avoid Them)

Fake Support Agents

No legit support will DM you first.

Block immediately.

Seed Phrase Phishing

Popups pretending to be wallet updates.

Never enter your phrase anywhere except

your wallet app.

Fake Airdrops

Free token traps that ask you to “connect
wallet” or “claim reward.”

Only use official links.

Approval Drainers
Tokens that require unsafe approvals.

If your wallet warns you — believe it. !
Screen-Sharing Scams Never screen-share
your crypto apps.

Ever.

Knowing these saves you from heartache

later.



Your Web3 Safety Checklist

Use this checklist every time you set
up a new wallet or interact with a
new app:

o Seed phrase written down offline
o Never stored digitally

o Confirm official website

o Connect wallet only to trusted
apps

o Read approvals

o Double-check recipient addresses
o Practice sending small amounts
first

o Move slowly — avoid hype traps

o Use a cold wallet for long-term
storage

Crypto becomes extremely safe once
you follow these rules.
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Understanding How Crypto Is Actually Used

Sending Crypto (The Core Skill)

Sending crypto works almost the same on
every chain:
Step-by-Step
1.0pen your wallet (Phantom, Coinbase
Wallet, etc.)
2. Tap Send
3.Choose the token (SOL, ETH, USDC,
etc.)
4. Paste the recipient’s wallet address
5.Enter the amount
©.Review gas fees
7.Confirm
Most chains finalize in seconds.

Bitcoin takes longer — sometimes 10+
minutes — because it prioritizes security.
Safety Reminder
Always double-check the receiving
address.

Copy + paste only — never type it
manually.



Receiving Crypto

To receive crypto:
1.0pen your wallet
2. Tap Receive
3.Choose the asset
4.Copy your address
5.Share it with the sender
Important
Each blockchain has its own address
type:
e Solana uses Solana addresses
e Base uses Ethereum-type addresses
e Bitcoin uses Bitcoin addresses
(bcl....)
Using the wrong chain = your funds
may be lost.
When in doubt, ask:
“Which network are you sending on?”



Swapping Tokens
(The Web3 Version of Exchanging Money)

You don't need an exchange to swap
tokens.
On Solana or Base, you can swap tokens

directly inside your wallet or using a DEX.
Examples:

Solana:
e Jupiter
e Orca
Base / Ethereum:
e Uniswap
e Aerodrome
How a swap works:
1.Choose the token you have
2.Choose the token you want
3.Approve the transaction
4.Check and Pay the small gas fee
5.Done
Swapping lets you move between assets
without using a bank or exchange.



Understanding Gas Fees (Beginner Version)

Every blockchain charges a small
fee to process your transaction.
This fee is paid to the network
validators.

Bitcoin: Higher fees, slower — built
for security.

Solana: Extremely low fees
(fractions of a penny).

Base / Ethereum: Usually low on
Base, higher on Ethereum
mainnet.

Key idea:

Lower fees = easier
experimentation.

That's why Solana and Base are
perfect for beginners.



Block Explorers (Your Crypto Receipt)

Every transaction you make is stored on the
blockchain forever.
A block explorer is a website that lets you look it
up.
Examples:
Bitcoin: mempool.space
Solana: solscan.io
Base: basescan.org
Ethereum: etherscan.io
To track a transaction:

1.Get the transaction signature from your

wallet

2.Paste it into the explorer

3.View status, sender, receiver, fees, and details
Explorers help you:

e Confirm if a transaction succeeded

» Verify if a swap went through

e Track your NFT mints

e Check if a wallet is legitimate

e Learn more about a token
This is one of the most empowering tools in
crypto.



What To Do When Something Goes Wrong

Because Web3 is self-custody, you
need to know what to do if
something breaks.

Transaction stuck?

Try increasing the gas fee or
resending (varies by chain).

Sent on the wrong network?
Sometimes recoverable (ETH to Base
mistake is common).

Sometimes not.
Always ask support for your
wallet/exchange.

NFT not showing?

Refresh metadata in your wallet.
Or check on an explorer — it may
already exist.

(cont.)



What To Do When Something Goes Wrong
(cont.)

Because Web3 is self-custody, you
need to know what to do if something
breaks.

(cont.)
Token not showing?
Import or add the token manually.
Scam interaction?
Revoke approvals using:
e revoke.cash

What a Crypto Strategy Really Is

Most people enter crypto through hype
— price swings, social media, and
FOMO.
But real success comes from doing the
opposite:
Slow, steady, intentional actions over
time.
A strategy is hot guessing coins or
timing the market.
A strategy is:
« Knowing what you’re buying
« Knowing why you’re buying it
e Knowing how often you're buying it
« Knowing how long you're holding it
If you follow a simple plan consistently,
you'll outperform most people chasing
the next “moonshot.”



The 3 Pillars of a Strong Beginner Strategy

A beginner-friendly crypto strategy must stand on
three pillars:
Simplicity
Start with only 3 assets you fully understand:
e Bitcoin
e Solana
e Ether (on Base)
These chains are safe, proven, and beginner-
friendly.
Consistency
This is where most beginners fail.
You don’t need large investments.
You need small amounts invested consistently.
$5-$20 per week or month is enough to start.
Consistency > size.
Long-Term Thinking
Crypto rewards patience.
The people who win are the ones who:
e avoid hype
e avoid panic selling
e avoid gambling
o stay steady
o focus on 3-5 years, not weeks
This chapter helps you build that mindset.



Dollar-Cost Averaging (DCA): Your #1 Tool

DCA is the simplest way to invest in
crypto:
You invest the same amount of money
on a regular schedule, no matter the
price.
For example:

e $10 every Tuesday

e $5 every Friday

e $20 on the 1st of each month
This takes emotions out of the process.
You don't chase tops or panic at bottoms
— you simply follow your routine.
Benefits of DCA:
o Removes stress
o Removes emotions
o Smooths out volatility
o Builds long-term wealth
o Perfect for beginners
DCA is how most pros start.



Emotional Discipline: The Real Skill

Crypto is emotional.
Prices move fast, people hype things, and
fear spreads quickly.
To stay grounded, follow these rules:
Never buy because someone said “buy
now”
If it feels urgent, it's probably a trap.
Never sell because you feel scared
Emotions cause regret 99% of the time.
Zoom out
Short-term noise means nothing on a 3-5
year horizon.
Stick to your plan
If your plan is $10 a week, then $10 a week
is the plan.
Avoid comparison
Other people share wins — not losses. Stay
focused on your journey.

This is mindset mastery, not math.



The “Core 3" Beginner Portfolio

Here's the simple portfolio
structure for new users:

Bitcoin — 50%

Your foundation.
Digital gold.
Long-term store of value.

Solana — 30%

Fast, cheap, high-growth
ecosystem.

Ethereum/Base — 20%
Smart contracts, massive
ecosystem, beginner-friendly on
Base.

This keeps things simple,
diversified, and safe for beginners.

What an NFT Actually Is
(Simple Definition)
An NFT (Non-Fungible Token) is a
digital certificate of ownership
stored on a blockchain.
It proves:
e You own something

e No one can alter, duplicate, or
fake it

e Anyone can verify the
owhnership publicly
NFTs are not “just pictures.”

The picture (or art, or item) is the
visual layer.

The ownership is the real value.
NFTs let you own digital items the
same way you owhn physical ones.



Fungible vs. Non-Fungible (The Key
Difference)

Understanding NFTs starts here:

Fungible = interchangeable
Examples:

e Dollars

e Bitcoin

e SOL

e ETH
One unit is identical to another.
v/ Non-Fungible = unique
Examples:

e A piece of art

e A house

e A collectible

e Al-of-1item
An NFT is simply a unique digital item
that can be owned, transferred, or
sold.



What NFTs Are Used For Today

NFTs started with artwork, but the
technology goes far beyond it.
Here are the most common and
practical uses:

1. Digital Art & Collectibles
Ownership you can verify globally.
$ 2. Memberships & Access Passes
NFTs unlock private communities,
events, and benefits.

¢ 3. Tickets & Event Passes

Proof you bought a ticket —
verifiable, non-fakeable.

M 4. Gaming Items

Weapons, skins, characters, and
inventory that you actually own.



What NFTs Are Used For Today

M 4. Gaming ltems
Weapons, skins, characters, and
inventory that you actually own.
= 5. Digital Identity
Profiles, usernames, digital
reputations.
6. Proof of Attendance (POAPSs)
Badges for showing up to events.
7. Ownership of on-chain assets
Music rights, land titles,
certificates.
NFTs are simply ownership tokens
— the art is just one example use
case.



How NFTs Work (Beginner Version)

NFTs live on blockchains like:
e Solana
e Base
e Ethereum
e Bitcoin (Ordinals)
Here's the simple process:
1.The NFT is minted (created)
2.Metadata is stored
3.The ownership token is added to
the blockchain
4.You can store it in your wallet
5.You can send, sell, or trade it freely
©6.Anyone can verify it
The blockchain acts like a digital
registry — your NFT is your entry in
that registry.



What Makes an NFT Valuable?

NFTs get value for the same reasons real-world
items do:

v/ Scarcity

Limited supply = higher demand.

v Utility

Does the NFT give you access, perks, identity,
or functionality?

v Community

A strong, engaged, active community adds real
value.

v Art & Aesthetics

Clean, recognizable, unique art increases
desirability.

/ Creator reputation

People trust creators with proven track
records.

v On-chain permanence

NFTs stored using decentralized storage
(Arweave, IPFS) last longer.

NFTs aren’t magic — they're value backed by
utility + community + ownership.



Buying Your First NFT

(Beginner Walkthrough)

Buying your first NFT should be simple and safe.
Here's how to do it:
1. Pick your chain
For beginners:

e Solana (cheap & fast)

e Base (Ethereum but low fees)
2. Get a wallet
Phantom is great for both Solana and Base.
3. Add funds
Buy SOL or ETH using Coinbase and transfer to
Phantom.
4. Use a trusted marketplace

e Solana: Magic Eden, Tensor

e Base: OpenSea, BasePaint marketplace
5. Choose an NFT
Start with something cheap — $1-$5.
6. Confirm the purchase
Review:

e Seller

e Royalties

e Network fees
Click Buy » Sign the transaction » Success.
NFT purchased.



NFT Safety Rules (Critical)

NFT scams are common, but easy to avoid
if you follow these rules:

v/ Only mint from official links

Fake mint sites look extremely real.

v/ Never approve unknown interactions

If your wallet asks for unusual permissions
— cancel.

V/ Store long-term NFTs in a safer wallet
Cold storage or “vault wallets” keep your
best items secure.

v/ Beware of fake marketplaces

Always check the URL.

v/ Don't buy random “airdropped NFTs”
These often contain dangerous links.

V If it feels off, it probably is

NFT hype attracts scammers — slow = safe.
Following these rules keeps your collection
secure.

Understanding DeFi (Decentralized
Finance)

DeFi is one of the most powerful parts of
Web3.
It allows you to use financial tools without
banks, brokers, or permissions.
With DeFi, you can:
v/ Swap tokens
(Without a centralized exchange)
v/ Provide liquidity
(Earn small fees from trading activity)
v/ Borrow or lend
(Without paperwork or credit checks)
 Participate in yield opportunities
(Rewards for supporting networks)
v/ Use automated strategies
(Smart contracts manage everything)
Where to start (beginner-friendly):

e Base: Aerodrome, Uniswap

e Solana: Jupiter, Orca
Always begin with tiny amounts until you
feel comfortable and consult a tax pro.



Web3 Social: Identity, Ownership &
Community

Web3 social platforms give you digital
identities you actually own — not profiles
controlled by big companies.
Popular Examples:
Farcaster (Base)
A decentralized social network where your
profile is portable and censorship-resistant.
Lens Protocol (Polygon)
Follow relationships, posts, and identities
become NFTs you truly own.
Diaspora-style communities on Solana
Small, high-engagement, aligned
communities.
Why this matters:

e Your identity can't be deleted

e YOUu owhn your content

e Your community moves with you

 You can earn directly from your work
This is the future of social media — user-
owhed ecosystems.



On-Chain Identity & Reputation

Web?3 lets you build a verifiable digital identity
you control.
Examples include:
v/ ENS or SNS usernames
Like “yourname.sol” or “yourname.eth”
v/ POAPs / attendance tokens
Proof that you joined events or participated in
communities.
v/ Reputation scores
Based on your wallet activity, not your credit
history.
V/ Portable profiles
Move across apps without losing identity or
followers.
This gives you an online presence that is:
e Portable
e Interoperable
e Owned by you
e Not tied to any platform
On-chain identity will power future jobs,
communities, and digital citizenship.



Exploring dApps & Ecosystems

Once you understand the basics,
you can start exploring dApps —
short for decentralized applications.
A dApp works like a normal app or
website, but instead of running on a
company'’s servers, it runs on the
blockchain.
That means:

e No company controls it

e No account or sigh-up needed

e You connect with your wallet

e You owhn your actions and assets

e Everything is transparent and

verifiable

dApps are how you use Web3.

o Ultra-secure base layer
e Not built for dApps — intentionally
simple & stable
Solana
e Fast, low-fee dApps
e Gaming and interactive apps

Perfect for beginners wanting to try
apps cheaply
Base
e Ethereum-style dApps with lower gas
e Web3 social (Farcaster, BasePaint, etc.)
e On-chain creativity & community
e Beginner-friendly UX
e Seamless Coinbase integration



Tips for Exploring dApps Safely

As you explore the Web3
universe:
e Start with trusted, well-known
dApps
e Avoid “brand new” or hype-
driven sites
e Always double-check URLs
e Move slowly and use small
amounts
e Join communities with proven
reputation
You don't need to try everything
at once — just pick one chain, try
one dApp, and build confidence
step by step.



Continuing Your Crypto Education

Crypto evolves fast — but you don’t need
to keep up with everything.

Here are simple ways to stay informed:
Follow trustworthy educators

Not hype, not hype, not hype.

Join 1-2 Discord or Telegram communities
Choose ones focused on learning, not
gambling.

Subscribe to weekly newsletters
Examples: Bankless, The Defiant, Solana
Daily (or your own).

Experiment slowly
Try small transactions, new wallets, new
apps — always in small amounts.

Take breaks
You don’t need to be plugged in 24/7.
The goal is progress, not overwhelm.
