Always personalize
the first line

done your research and
aren't sending mass
messages.

Use your "Why You"
statement

Include your unique value
proposition in the value line
to differentiate yourself from
other musicians.

Keep it short and
skimmable

Busy venue owners and
bookers appreciate concise
messages that get to the
point quickly.



Essential Elements for Every Pitch

Always Include

e Always attach or link to a clip

e End with a clear, simple question: "Are you currently
booking?"

e Professional contact information

e Specific venue/event details

e Email

Best for detailed pitches and
formal venues. Include subject
line optimization and full
contact details.

() Instagram DM

Perfect for casual venues and
quick connections. Keep it
visual with attached clips.

l Text Message

Ideal for warm leads and
referrals. Most direct and
personal approach.
