If you had just 30 
seconds to explain what your business does, what would you 
say? Here is a how you should approach such a scenario. 
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Be clear about 
what you do:

Use keywords: 

Tell people exactly what your 
business is and who you’re here to 
help. For example, instead of saying, 
“We’re the best bakery in town,” try 
“We’re a family-owned bakery 
known for fresh, handmade pastries 
and bread.” It’s much more inviting 
and real. 

 

What sets you apart? Maybe your 
ingredients are locally sourced, you 
offer 24/7 services, or you have 
years of experience. Share these 
details to connect with people on a 
personal level. Keep it short and to 
the point—around 750 characters is 
ideal. 

Think about what your customers 
might search for. If you own a salon, 
for example, people might search 
for “bridal makeup” or “haircuts 
near me.” Add these keywords into 
your description in a natural way. It 
helps Google find you, and your 
customers will notice too!

Even if the review seems unfair or exaggerated, stay calm and 
avoid sounding defensive.

Don’t Ignore Negative Reviews: 
Ignoring negative reviews can hurt your reputation. It’s always 
better to address them. 

 

 

Example (don’t respond like this): 

“That’s not true! We’ve never had an issue like that 
before. Your review is completely wrong!” 

Example (don’t respond like this): 

No response at all to a negative review 
Instead, make sure to respond to all feedback, even 
if it’s negative. 

Instead, stay calm and offer a solution: 

 
Example (correct response):
