· Comply with legal obligations and prevent misuse or fraud
We do not sell or rent your personal information to anyone.

4. Cookies and Analytics
We use cookies and analytics tools (such as Google Analytics, Groove.cm or other tools’ tracking features) to understand visitor behavior and improve our services.
Cookies may collect anonymous data about how visitors use our Sites. You can disable cookies in your browser settings, though some features may not function correctly.
