cardiovascular effects.

Garden Products

Many products used to help gardens flourish can be harmful to pets:

Fertilizers - Can cause gastrointestinal upset and potentially contain toxic compounds.

Insecticides and Herbicides - May cause anything from mild irritation to nervous system damage.

Cocoa Mulch - Contains theobromine, the same compound that makes chocolate toxic to pets.

Compost - Decomposing matter can contain molds that produce tremorgenic mycotoxins.

Seasonal Pests

Spring marks the return of many pests that can affect your pet's health:

Ticks - Can transmit serious diseases like Lyme disease and Rocky Mountain spotted fever.

Fleas - Cause itching and discomfort, and can lead to skin infections and allergic reactions.

Mosquitoes - Can transmit heartworm disease, a potentially fatal condition.

Bees and Wasps - Stings can cause painful swelling and potential allergic reactions.

Spring Hiking with Pets
