WHAT ARE THE REQUIREMENTS FOR JAPAN ?

Citizens of around 70 countries, including Canada and all EU member states, can stay in Japan for
up to 90 days without a visa.

As of May 8, 2023, you can enter Japan without any restrictions. You no longer need to be
vaccinated or have a negative test.

It is important to note that these conditions are subject to change as the situation evolves. It is

therefore strongly recommended to consult official sources before traveling, and to comply with
current regulations to ensure a safe journey.

WHAT'S THE BEST WAY TO GET AROUND JAPAN ?

In big cities like Osaka and Tokyo, we advise you to take the subway, as cabs are very expensive.
We use google maps every time we travel to find out journey times, timetables and, above all,
which line to take and the track number. It only takes a day to fully understand how the subways
work in Tokyo. We'd imagined it would be very complicated, but not at all. What's more, all the
ticket kiosks have an "English” option. In Kyoto, on the other hand, cabs are much more affordable.
We used the Uber app to order a cab in Kyoto.




THE SUICA CARD

LThe Suica card is a prepaid transport card used in Japan, mainly in the Kanto region (including
Tokyo) and in some other parts of the country. It is issued by Japan Railways (JR) and is widely
accepted as a means of payment on public transport, such as trains, subways, buses and even
some cabs.

The Suica card is convenient because it allows users to simply touch their card to kiosks when
entering and exiting public transport, without having to buy individual tickets for each journey. It's
reloadable, and you can add funds to the card at vending machines or station ticket offices.

In addition to public transport, the Suica card can also be used to make payments in selected
convenience stores, vending machines, cafés, and participating restaurants. This makes it a
convenient way to make small purchases without withdrawing cash.

The Suica card can be obtained at any subway station in Tokyo. You can ask at the station ticket
office. It is rechargeable and can be used again and again, even after having been used and
recharged several times.
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IS IT WORTH BUYING A JRPASS ?

The cost-effectiveness of a Japan Rail Pass (JR Pass) depends on several factors, such as the
length of your stay in Japan, the distances you plan to travel and the routes you wish to take. Here
are some key points to consider:

Length of stay: The JR Pass is available in options of 7, 14 or 21 consecutive days. It's generally
more cost-effective for longer stays, where you intend to travel long distances frequently.

Train travel: If you plan to make several train journeys, particularly on shinkansen (high-speed)
and express lines, the JR Pass can be advantageous. Fares for individual journeys can add up
quickly, and the JR Pass offers unlimited access to many trains.

Routes covered: The JR Pass covers most JR network train lines throughout Japan, including some
subway lines in Tokyo and Osaka. If you plan to travel to different parts of the country, the JR Pass
can save you money compared with buying separate tickets.

Comparing costs: Before you decide to buy a JR Pass, it's a good idea to plan your itinerary and
calculate the costs of the individual journeys you plan to make. You can use the google maps
application to estimate ticket prices without the JR Pass, then compare them with the price of the
JR Pass.




WHAT TYPE OF PAYMENT SHOULD | USE ?

Cash: Cash is widely accepted in Japan in all shops, restaurants, and public transport. It is
advisable to carry cash, especially for small transactions, local markets and more traditional
establishments that may not accept credit cards.

Credit cards: Credit cards are also widely available in Japan. Major international credit cards
such as Visa, MasterCard, American Express and JCB are generally accepted in department
stores, hotels, restaurants, and tourist attractions.

Prepaid cards: Prepaid cards, such as the Suica card or the Pasmo card, are very practical in
Japan. They can be used to pay for public transport, vending machines, and certain convenience
stores, as well as to make purchases from ticket machines.

LOCAL CURRENCY

The local currency in Japan is the Japanese yen (JPY). The symbol used for the yen is "¥". Yen bills
are issued in denominations of 1,000, 2,000, 5,000 and 10,000 yen, while yen coins are available in
denominations of 1, 5, 10, 50, 100 and 500 yen.

WHAT BUDGET SHOULD YOU CONSIDER ?

Hotels: There's a wide range of prices in Japan. You can find cheap hotels from EUR 50.- to EUR
100.- per night (e.g. APA hotels in all major Japanese cities) and more luxurious hotels from EUR
200.- to EUR 1000.- per night. We stayed for several weeks in APA hotels, which are reputed to be
cheap, but also have very small rooms. This didn't bother us, as we spent most of our days outside
the hotel.

Food: When it comes to food, there's something for everyone. You can find street food from EUR 3.-
to EUR 5.-. Dishes in a restaurant range from EUR 8.- to EUR 15.- and dishes in specialized
restaurants selling only Kobe beef can easily cost EUR 40.- per person.

Transport: You should expect to pay an average of EUR 10 per person per day for all-day subway
travel in Tokyo. Of course, this will also depend on your activities and distances. You can use
google maps to check all the prices.




WHAT YOU NEED TO KNOW

Culture: Japan has a rich culture and specific standards. It's important to respect local customs
and be aware of certain rules of politeness. For example, remove your shoes when entering
traditional houses (ryokans) and certain restaurants, avoid eating or drinking on public transport
and when walking in the street, and respect the silence and cleanliness of public places.

Tips: If you see a storage unit with several shoes at the entrance to the restaurant, it's time to take
off your shoes before entering.

Onsen: Don't ignore the rules of public baths (onsen): If you have the opportunity to bathe in an
onsen, which is a traditional Japanese public bath, it's important to follow the rules and etiquette.
Make sure you wash thoroughly before entering the baths, don't wear a bathing suit (onsens are
often without clothes) and follow the establishment's specific instructions regarding tattoos.

Do not tip: In Japan, tipping is not customary. Services are already included in restaurant bills, and
employees don't expect to be tipped. Tipping can even be seen as impolite.

Language: The main language spoken in Japan is Japanese. Very few Japanese speak English,
and menus in restaurants are not often translated.

Tips: Download the "Google translation” application, which lets you record the waiter's voice, for
example, and it will write out everything for you in your own language. You can also take a photo
of the menu in Japanese, and everything will be translated directly onto the photo. Don't hesitate
to go to the application settings to download the "Japanese” language, so you don't need an
Internet connection to use it. It may also be useful to learn a few phrases in Japanese.

We advise you to go at night, as the whole area is lit up by illuminated signs and billboards all
along the street.

If you decide not to sail
on the canal, it's perfectly possible to enjoy the spot simply by strolling around the park.

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SKYTREE

Architect Tachi Naitd was inspired by the Eiffel Tower in Paris to design Tokyo Tower's structure.
Similarities include the overall metal lattice form and observation platforms located at different
heights.

SENSO-JI

Senso-ji temple is a historic landmark in Tokyo's Asakusa district. Founded in the 7th century, it is
the city's oldest Buddhist temple. Visitors are greeted by the majestic Kaominarimon Gate, adorned
with the gigantic red lantern and the famous Thunder Gate. Crossing this gate, they enter
Nakamise-dori, a traditional shopping street filled with boutiques offering souvenirs and local
specialties. At the end of the street is the main temple, where worshipers can pray and discover
the religious treasures on display. Senso-ji is particularly lively during traditional festivals such as
Sanja Matsuri (May 19-21), attracting crowds from Tokyo and beyond.

THE OMIKUJI CAN ALSO BE FOUND HERE

LOmikuji is a Japanese tradition where visitors of temples and shrines can draw a strip of paper
called an omikuji to obtain a prediction or piece of advice. Omikuji are usually available in boxes
or drawers where visitors can draw them randomly.

The strips contain different levels of fortune, ranging from the best to the worst. Once the omikuiji
has been drawn, visitors can read the prediction or advice written on it. Depending on the result,
the omikuji can be kept as a good-luck charm or attached to specific wishing trees in the temple
or shrine.




OUR FEEDBACK

This is one of the most beautiful temples we've visited in Japan. The shopping street is also full of

small boutiques and very nice little restaurants. There are also 2 small mochi restaurants that are
a must-try. You'l find strawberry, custard, and chocolate mochi. We tried all 3, and our favorites
were custard and chocolate.

In Japan, eating on small tables, called "zabuton” and “chabudai’, is a traditional practice that
goes back centuries. There are several reasons behind this custom:

Cultural tradition: The habit of eating low to the ground dates back to the days when Japanese
houses were built mainly of natural materials such as tatami. Small tables were used to sit

comfortably on the floor.

Practicality and space: small tables often optimize space in the tiny Japanese home. They can
be easily stored away when space is needed for other activities.

Social interaction: They also encourage intimacy and social interaction at mealtimes. It creates a
more convivial atmosphere and allows diners to get closer to each other.

Gastronomic tradition: It's also associated with Japanese gastronomic tradition, particularly for
dishes like sushi, tempura and food served on small plates.

OUR FEEDBACK

4 of us stayed in the same room (us and our friends). We all slept on futons, which are thin, soft
mattresses placed directly on the floor or on tatami mats. The experience was extraordinary, and
we slept surprisingly well, even though the bed was harder than a normal one. There are no
individual showers, only an onsen shared with all the other hotel guests. (This is of course
separated by gender).

Tenku no torii" is a Japanese expression meaning ‘the gates of heaven". These gates often
symbolize the passage between the earthly and spiritual worlds in Japanese culture. They are
usually represented by red torii gates, which mark the entrance to Shinto shrines in Japan. These
majestic gates, erected at the top of staircases or hilltops, create an atmosphere of mystery and
wonder. They invite visitors to cross the threshold and explore another universe, a sacred world
where nature and spirituality meet. Tenku no torii embodies the connection between heaven and
earth, a timeless bond that transcends material boundaries.

We visited this spot at sunrise when the place was still closed, but we weren't aware that there
were specific opening times.

Locals and visitors demonstrate their devotion to the Buddha by expressing their respect and
gratitude through this gesture. Rubbing the Buddha's feet in the Shinsekai district is therefore a
tradition imbued with spirituality and Buddhist culture.

We didn't
buy any cookies either, as fallow deer get a bit aggressive when tourists wave cookies around,
and we don't think it's a good idea for a fallow deer to eat cookies all day either. Furthermore, we
found a very quiet spot with a small lake and a few fallow deer (see gps point) where you can

enjoy the nature and tranquility of the park.

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FUSHIMI INARI TAISHA

Fushimi Inari Taisha is a famous Shinto shrine in Kyoto. It is renowned for its thousands of vermilion
torii lined up in a path stretching across the surrounding hills. Visitors can stroll along this
picturesque path, known as the Torii Trail, which offers spectacular views of the surrounding
countryside. The shrine is dedicated to Inari, the Shinto god of rice and commercial prosperity,
and is a popular place of prayer for businessmen and entrepreneurs. Fushimi Inari Taisha is not
only an important place of worship, but also a must-see tourist attraction for lovers of Japanese
culture and photography.

What's written on the toriis ?

The toriis at Fushimi Inari Taisha are generally
engraved with inscriptions in Japanese. Most
inscriptions on toriis include the names of donors
or companies who contributed to the construction
or maintenance of the specific torii. These
inscriptions may also include wishes for prosperity,
good fortune or business success. Some torii may
include specific prayers or dedications to
particular deities. Each torii is unique and may
have its own individual inscription.

It extends over
several blocks and offers a multitude of stalls selling fresh products, local ingredients, and
traditional culinary specialties. You can wander through the market's narrow aisles, discovering
an abundance of seafood, fish, vegetables, fruit, teas, sweets and much more. Nishiki Market is an
ideal place to explore Japanese cuisine, sampling local dishes such as tempura skewers, fresh
sushi and traditional pastries.

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KIYOMIZU DERA

Kiyomizu-dera is a famous Buddhist temple located in the city of Kyoto, Japan. Built into the side
of a hill, it offers magnificent views over the city and is surrounded by beautifully landscaped
gardens. The temple is best known for its wooden platform on stilts, which appears to be
suspended in the air. This impressive structure is an emblematic symbol of Kyoto. Visitors can also
admire the famous Otawa waterfall, renowned for its sacred waters.

You'll need to allow several hours if you want to visit the entire temple. There's also an alleyway in
front of the temple with lots of small vendors where you can buy gifts and souvenirs. Entrance
costs JPY 400 per person, i.e. around EUR 3.-.

Also known as the Yasaka sanctuary, it is
renowned for its magnificent stone lanterns and lively traditional festivals. The temple is
dedicated to the Shinto goddess of war, Susanoo-no-Mikoto, as well as other divinities.

You can explore the complex’s various pavilions and shrines, take part in prayer rituals and enjoy
the spiritual atmosphere that reigns in this place steeped in history. Yasaka-Jinja is also a must-
see during the Gion Matsuri festival, one of Japan's biggest, which takes place every July.
