Ultimate First Party Success Checklist

Pre-Event Foundation
· **Event Concept Development** 
· Choose to do a party You AND your Friends are excited about.
· Identify potential partners/co-hosts (very important!).
· Test concept with target audience by asking for their opinion.
Ex.. is it around a holiday? a time of year? someone's birthday? other things?
· Document all ideas (BrainToss App/notes).
· Research similar successful events.
· Decide if you will do your party on a Friday or Saturday night…again, ask your friends…

Strategic Partnerships 
· **Partner Selection**
· Identify a friend/partner that you know has a “good reach” to the right people.
· Verify partner reputation.
· Define partnership terms, write them down to avoid misunderstanding each other.
· Ask for “free help” from close friends.
· Establish revenue sharing model.




Venue Selection 
· **Venue Requirements**
· Right size (slightly smaller is better, so that you at LEAST PACK it)
· Not a must, but if it has more than one room, it is a plus
· Good sound system - or find a DJ that has own sound system to bring for free
· Proper lighting control
· Quality bar service
·  Adequate staff
· Avoid having to pay for rental (remember, YOU are bringing the Venue a lot of business) 
*Hint: Later on you can ask for a kick back of the bar. Don’t do that the first time…prove yourself first. 

Early Marketing
· **Pre-Sale Strategy**
· Create tiered ticket-pricing structure.
· If you can, come up with a “name” for your party, that is a plus (start branding yourself).
· Set up EventBrite or ticketing system.
· Ask a friend to help you do Graphic Design of your Party Invite… important that the invitation looks good and is of “quality”. 
· Design VIP Party Invites (use my RipCard example).
· Develop early-bird drink specials (announce it on invitation).
· Get some appetizers for the early birds and announce it on invitation.

· Create FOMO-inducing content.

·  **Atmosphere Creation**
· DJ briefing on how to “build the energy” from the beginning until the end
· Dance floor “ambassador recruitment”.  Get friends to help you get the dancing going.
· Lighting schedule






First Impression Elements
·  **Entry Experience**
· Professional, well-dressed doorman
· Have a “clicker” to count how many patrons are there.
· Welcoming staff
· Clear signage
· Photo opportunity area
· VIP check-in process
· Print out the Guest List / have a back up too.

Guest Experience Enhancement
· **Early Arrival Incentives**
· Complimentary appetizers
· Welcome drinks
· Know the price points of the bar drinks to make sure they are acceptable.
· Early-bird specials
· Entertainment elements
· Meet-and-greet opportunities

Day Of Execution
·  **Pre-Opening Checklist**
· Sound check (3 hours before)
· Lighting test
· Staff briefing
· Security briefing

Personal Host Duties
· **Host Responsibilities**
· Wear distinctive clothing
· Carry business cards
· Have guest list ready
· Know VIP names
· Ready to make introductions


Critical Success Factors
· **Energy Management**
· Collect contact information either at door and or get someone to help you with it. 
· Be in constant contact leading up to the event to make sure they Save The Date.
· Core group of dancers ready
· Strategic music progression
· Crowd flow management
· Room temperature control
· Lighting adjustment schedule (dim the lights early on)

Safety and Security
· **Risk Management**
· Security team briefing
· Know about fire exits.
· Zero-tolerance drug policy
· Crowd control procedures
· Staff communication system

Follow-Up Plan
· **Post-Event Actions**
· Thank you messages
· Photo sharing after event (have simple “sign in” link on your website to collect contact info)
· Continue building your list and ask people to sign up.
· Feedback collection
· Contact list update
· Next event teaser/invitation

Special Tips for Success
· **Energy Creation**
· Start with a smaller room, if multiple spaces.
· Introduce guests to each other.
· Be visible and approachable.
· Create photo opportunities.
· Maybe even organize an AFTER PARTY as a bonus and to be “different”.

· Research the party scene in your town and find ways to Stand Out / be Unique. 
· Can YOU be in a NICHE where you will Stand Out and Dominate?

· **VIP Treatment**
· Comp tickets to influencers
· Personal welcomes
· Special attention to first-timers / make introductions
· Remember names and details.
· Follow up personally.

· **Momentum Building**
· Regular communication with ticket holders.
· Promote through friends who have said they will for Sure Attend.
· Social media teasers
· Partner cross-promotion
· Early arrival incentives
· Create FOMO through exclusivity. 
· Hand out invitations for your NEXT event.
