This is said to have stopped the suicides, although there’s no way to be sure. It’s not as if there’s going to be a body to be found.

Over the years, there have been some crazy buildings planned that never saw the light of day.

And for good reason.

Tokyo’s Babel was the craziest building Japan never built.

It was dreamed up in the dying days of the bubble economy in 1991. 

Clocking in at a cool 10,000 meters, it would have taken up to 150 years to build, cost $306 trillion and housed 30 million people. 

It would also have been bigger than many countries. 

When a comparatively tiny 4,000-meter tower was proposed around the same time, somebody crunched the numbers for one the same size as Everest. 

They concluded that a tower that large would need a base of 4,100 square kilometers - an area of ground nearly twice the size of Luxembourg. The base for Tokyo’s Babel would have been even larger.
