BIBLE BINGO!

MATERIALS NEEDED: Blank BINGO boards, picture squares, scissors, marking tokens
to mark the board (like pennies, pebbles, cheerios etc.)

SETUP: Print out one blank BINGO board and one picture page for each player plus
one additional picture page for the emcee. Cut out all the picture squares. The
players place the picture squares they want to use on their board.
