Think about a recent challenge you faced. How does relying on Christ's strength change
your perspective on overcoming difficulties? Recall a situation where you felt overwhelmed
or unsure of your abilities. How does internalizing the truth of Christ's strengthening power

change your approach to challenges?
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Colossians 2:10 "And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all

principality and power."

I am complete in Christ, lacking nothing.

At times you might feel like you're incomplete or lacking in some areas. But that word
‘complete’in the Greek means "to make replete” and replete means to be filled or well
supplied with something. Yes, indeed, you are well supplied with the Spirit of God! How does
knowing your completeness in Christ shape your self-worth? Or how does this knowledge

help you view yourself in light of your old mindset?
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Colossians 3:3 "For ye are dead, and your life is hid with Christ in God."

The old me is dead!
Your old man died when you first believed in Jesus Christ. Now Christ lives in you and the life
you now live - you live by the faith of the Son of God. How does this knowledge change how
you think and behave? What differences have you witnessed from how the old you would

respond or act verses the new you? What does "your life is hid with Christ in God" mean?
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1 Peter 2:9 "But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation,

a peculiar people; that ye should show forth the praises of him who hath
called you out of darkness into his marvellous light."

| am a chosen generation, a royal priesthood...

A peculiar people doesn't mean “a weird people”. Peculiar just means a people for God's
possession. You have been called out of darkness and into His marvelous light so that you
can do the works He wants you to do. How does being part of a chosen and peculiar people

influence your interactions with others and your role in the body of Christ?
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1John 3:1 "Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us,

that we should be called the sons of God: therefore the world knoweth us
not, because it knew him not."

| am a child of God!

Reflect on the privilege of being called a child of God. How does this identity reshape your
understanding of love and relationship? Not everyone is a child of God. In fact, the Bible lets
us know that Satan has children too. How do people become children of God? Spend some

time writing down all the benefits of being a child of God.
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Ephesians 5:8 "For ye were sometimes darkness, but now are ye light in the

Lord: walk as children of light."

Reflect on your journey from darkness to light in Christ. Write down what happened to you.
What's your story? How did God wake you up? How does this transformation affect the way

you interact with the world? In what ways can you let your light shine?
