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Introduction
Hello!  My name is Doug Martone, I’ve been studying
AI, and using AI to create content, start businesses,
and help me in my everyday life for over 2 years.  To
be honest with you, it’s been more of a hobby than
anything else.  But I know the power in these tools
and I want to share some uses for them.  

In this short guide, you will learn how to make
“unlimited” amounts of faceless video content using
Chat GPT + Canva.  You do not need to pay for the
Chat GPT subscription, but you may need to have a
Canva Pro account.

The whole process of creating 50 videos should take
about 5-10 minutes.  But I do suggest making some
changes to fit your personal brand, and doing some
small editing here and there to make your videos
perfect.

Step 1 : The prompt

Copy and Paste the prompt on the next page, customize it
to fit your niche, and make sure to give some examples like
the ones below.  The next page will have the “blank”
prompt, but for the remainder of this tutorial, I will use an
example prompt in the “relationship facts” niche.

The Prompt for creating a video idea table

to get what you need from chat gpt
and other ai tools, you need to
learn how to speak their language. 



The blank prompt

This is the blank prompt that you
can use to fill in, and create videos
in your specific niche.

Create me 50 sets of facts in the same style as the below
examples, and format them in a table where one column is

the topic, one column is the part 1 and one column is the
part 2. Do not repeat any facts. These should be {Insert a
topic related to your niche here, the topic of the “facts”

you would like Chat GPT to generate}. They'll be formatted
as a topic or type of fact, part 1 and then part 2. Keep the
facts engaging, polarizing, over the top and relatable to
everyone or people in particular situations. The reading

grade should be under grade 7 ideally. Here's a few
examples: 

Topic: {Example Fact} 
Part 1: {Example Intro/Question}

Part 2: {Example Answer/Resolution} 
Topic: {Example Fact 2}

Part 1: {Example Intro/Question} 
Part 2: {Example Answer/Resolution}

The Example prompt

This is the example prompt i will be
using to demonstrate the video
making process.  this is for the
“relationship facts” niche.

Create me 50 sets of facts in the same style as the below
examples, and format them in a table where one column is

the topic, one column is the part 1 and one column is the
part 2. Do not repeat any facts. These should be

psychology facts, crush facts, male facts, girls facts,
relationship facts and more. They'll be formatted as a

topic or type of fact, part 1 and then part 2. Keep the facts
engaging, polarizing, over the top and relatable to

everyone or people in particular situations. The reading
grade should be under grade 7 ideally. Here's a few

examples: 
Topic: Male Fact 

Part 1: Things boys secretly want, but won’t ask for… 
Part 2: a hug. 

Topic: Girl Fact 
Part 1: 5 lies that every girl tells… 

Part 2: I’m fine, I’m not jealous, I’m over him, I’m not angry.
We can be friends.



Step 2: Giving your Prompt
to Chat GPT
After you have created your prompt for your niche, or used
the example prompt for this guidebook, your results should  
look exactly the same as the photo below.  Keep in mind
that Chat GPT may not generate exactly 50 ideas, but you
can repeat this process as much as you’d like.

Now that you’ve generated a table of about 50 different
facts for your niche, you should take a minute to look
through and make sure they are to your liking.

Keep in mind that the more you ask Chat GPT to generate,
the lower quality the “facts” may be.  Sometimes it is best
to only ask for 25 ideas at a time.  But to my knowledge, 50
seems to be the threshold for creating quality material to
convert into videos.



Step 3: Creating our video
template on Canva

Start a new project on Canva, and search for “TikTok Video”
to create a new project in the correct size.

On the side bar, click “Apps” and then “Videos”

Search for a video that is related to your niche.  For this example I searched
“relationship” and chose a video of a couple walking on the beach holding
hands.  On the bottom of the screen, make sure you shorten the video to 7
seconds.  Do this by dragging the sliding bar on either side, inward, until it

says “7.0s”. Next you’ll need right click the video, and set it as
“Background”.



Step 4: Create “Template Video”

On the sidebar, click “Text” and then “Add text box”

Create 3 Text Boxes, in the first and top box, write “Topic”, in the 2nd box,
write “Part 1” and in the 3rd box, write “Part 2”.  Once you’ve done that,

highlight all of the text boxes, and select “Animate” at the top of the screen.  
And on the sidebar, select “Fade”.  When you click “Fade”, make sure you

select the option for “Both” above the animation.

Once you’ve selected “Fade”, right click on each individual text box and select
“Show Timing”



Step 5: Animate “Template Video”

After “Show Timing”. We are going to set our Part 1 Text to
only play for 3 seconds.  Do this by dragging the bar to cover

the first 3 seconds of the video.
We are going to do the same thing for our Part 2 text, but this

time we will cover the last 3 seconds of our video.
Now that our Topic text plays over the whole video, and our  

Part 1  text fades in for 3 seconds, and then fades out.  As
well as our Part 2 text fades in after Part 1 text.  We will go to

the sidebar again, select “Apps” and then “Bulk Create”



Step 6: Import from Chat-GPT

In our “Bulk Create” App, we are going to select “Enter data
Manually”

Next we will simply “Clear Table” and then go back to our
Chat GPT prompt response.

Here is where it gets fun!  Highlight the entire response that
you received from Chat GPT and copy all of the text.



Step 7: Import from Chat-GPT
Table Creation

Go back to Canva and paste all of the text from Chat GPT into
the first box of your empty Table.

It should look almost exactly like this.  Next and most
importantly, you need to label each column with the

appropriate text at the top of the Table.  First column, label it
Topic, second column - Part 1, and third column - Part 2.

After you’ve finished labeling your columns, select the Topic
text, right click (double click), and select “Connect Data”.



Step 8: Connecting the data

After clicking “Connect Data”, you want to select the
matching column title.  For example, right click Topic ->

Connect Data -> Topic

Repeat this for each text box, connecting it to the matching
data title.  The end result should display your text boxes with

brackets around each text.
Almost finished!  Make sure you have connected your data, and perfected

your Template Video to look exactly how you intend.  This is where you
need to make all of your final adjustments to your fonts, video background,
font animations, and text placement.  When you’re ready Select “Continue”

at the bottom of the sidebar.



Step 9: creating the videos
refining / editing final results

Now, once all of your final adjustments are made to your
template video.  You can now select “Generate Designs”. 

After a few seconds, or maybe 1 - 3 minutes, you should have
all of your videos made and displayed at the bottom of the

page.



Step 10: Editing and finalizing

If everything was done correctly, you should end up with a
result like the one above.  Your Topic should fade in first,
with your Part 1 text fading in next, and then fading out
after 3 seconds.  Finally your Part 2 text fading in after
Part 1 fades out, and then Part 2 and Topic text both fading
out at the end of the 7 seconds.

Now, some things may not have turned out how you
imagined.  Maybe your text is too big, and the words cut
off on the sides, or maybe the timing of your animations
were incorrect.  Its okay.  This is the time where you need
to go through each video and make small adjustments to
things like “font size”.  

If it completely did not work, then you may need to re-visit
some of the previous steps and see where you went wrong.  



Step 11: Saving / Downloading

Once you’ve finished and finalized all of your videos, it’s time
to save them.  Go to the upper right hand corner of the

screen and select “Share”

Then you’ll select the “Download” button.

Lastly, make sure you select “Download pages as seperate
files”.  This will save each video individually to your computer

with its own file.  But all of the videos should save in one
singular folder.



Final Tips and tricks

Alright! You’ve finished!  This process may have felt long on
this first time doing it, but now that you understand the
process, the next time will take only half as long.  On top of
that, you will always have this guide to use as a reference.

Content Tip:  Although you just created 50 faceless videos.  
You don’t want to post a lot of content with the same exact
background footage.  I suggest creating 4-5 sets of 20-30
videos for your niche.  Do it in the exact same way, but only
create 20 with the same background footage, and then
another 20 videos with a different background, and
different font styles, etc.  

This way you are not posting the same exact video
everyday.  But you can cycle between the different designs
every day, to keep your page and your content looking fresh,
and looking like you are creating new things everyday.  

Another suggestion is to save all of these videos in separate
folders, and keep a stockpile of videos on your phone, so
that you can always have some on hand to post onto your
account everyday. 

Explore Canva, play around with the fonts, styles,
animations, images, videos, etc.  There is so much potential
with Canva and with some practice, you can easily create a
unique style of videos for your niche.  For example, edit
together multiple videos to create a montage, or use a
different topic style for your Chat GPT prompt.
