@ Gludinasana

v Gludiniet no kreisas puses, kamér audums vél ir nedaudz mitrs.
v/ Ja nepiecieSams, var izmantot tvaika gludekli.
X Nav obligati jagludina — vafe]laudumam raksturiga teksttira izskatas dabiski skaista arT bez gludinasanas.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS FOR LINEN PRODUCTS

Washing

v Softened linen may slightly change in appearance after the first few washes — this is a natural process that enhances the
fabric’s texture and durability.

v/ Suitable for hand washing, machine washing (30°C-60°C), or dry cleaning.

v Use a gentle wash cycle and mild detergent.

v/ White linen items may be washed with a non-chlorine bleach. Avoid chlorine bleach — it can damage the linen fibers.
X Do not wash white and dark-colored linen items together.

X Do not use fabric softener — it can weaken and break down linen fibers.

¢ Drying

v/ The best method is air drying — allow linen to dry naturally for optimal longevity.
v If using a tumble dryer, choose low heat or the “delicate” setting.
X Avoid over-drying in the machine. Excess heat can cause deep, permanent creases and reduce the fabric’s visual appeal.

¢ Troning

v Tron on the reverse side to prevent unwanted shine on the surface.

v Tron while the linen is slightly damp, or use steam for better wrinkle removal.

X Ironing is optional — softened linen looks great with its natural, gently crumpled “washed linen” look.

X Do not let linen dry completely before ironing. Over-dried linen becomes brittle and more difficult to iron.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS FOR WAFFLE FABRIC PRODUCTS

\“2 Washing

v/ Wash with similar colors at 30°C—40°C.

v Use a gentle cycle and mild detergent.

v/ White items may be washed with non-chlorine bleach.

X Do not use chlorine bleach — it damages the fibers.

X Avoid fabric softeners — they may reduce breathability and absorbency.

¢ Drying

v Best dried naturally — hang in shade or a well-ventilated space.
v If using a tumble dryer, choose low heat or the “delicate” setting.
X Avoid over-drying — excessive heat may damage the fabric and cause wrinkling.



¢ Ironing

v Iron on the reverse side while fabric is still slightly damp.
v/ Steam ironing is possible if needed.
X Ironing is optional — waffle fabric has a naturally beautiful texture even without ironing.
